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ABSTRACT

Taiwan is not a Member State of the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and
Flora (CITES), but voluntarily adopted its principles and regulations to protect endangered wildlife from Illegal trade.
Without participation opportunities in global negotiation panels and networks, the domestic regulations to protect
endangered species make Taiwan’s experiences unique among the global conservation efforts. This presentation will
introduce the authorized agencies and related regulations on endangered species protection. It will also examine
how Taiwan implements the CITES regulations through its legal system and Customs management.
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
